Religion in the public square of our secular society:

A forum for discussion and exploration

Monday 8th June, 7.30 p.m. at the Senior Citizens’ Centre, Church Street, Melbourne (opposite the Parish Church)

At one level our society makes a substantial religious affirmation: over 80% of our population declared a belief in God at the last census.

But religious practice and devotion is weakened, compared with generations past, and religions in this society find it difficult to make a contribution to public debate and discussion without ridicule or resentment. Equally, a certain strand of rather brittle and militant atheism now has apparently some backing in this culture.

So, a difficult terrain for religion. How can religious people and institutions respond? To help us think through the issues a number of distinguished speakers have been invited to contribute to the forum, among them Clare Amos, the Director of Theological Studies for the Anglican Communion. There will also be leading Muslim and Jewish contributors. Professor David Thomas will chair the forum. Refreshments will be served afterwards.

This forum follows successful and popular debates on embryology and euthanasia, also organised by the Friends, in 2008.
