Before that, Malcolm was a parish priest in Kent and Southampton, including eight years as an Industrial Missioner working in the retail sector, with unemployed people and on job-creation initiatives. He is author of several books, including: After the Market: Economics, Moral Agreement and the Churches' Mission (Peter Lang, 2004); (with Paul Ballard) The Church and Economic Life - A Documentary Study: 1945 to the Present (Epworth, 2007) and Tensions in Christian Ethics: An Introduction (SPCK, 2010).
